Still, as Newark illustrates, he was a cut above most of his
fellow hoods in terms of intelligence and his understanding of the American political and economic
landscape. Although he was born in Sicily, Luciano was Americanized in that he had contempt for most of
the older, Sicilian-born Moustache Petes and their pretensions to codes of honor and disdain for working
with Jewish mobsters. Perhapsit was his streak of independence that allowed Luciano to survive the viscious
New Y ork Mob wars of the 1920s and 1930s, but it also left him particularly vulnerable to Thomas Dewey’s
crusade against the Mob.
